Ongoing activities to keep your child on track: 

-Practise recognising and understanding the values and 
composition of numbers 0-10 e.g. the number 4 can be made 
up of 2 and 2 as well as 3 and 1 

-Talk LOTS… be ambitious with vocabulary (look at 
knowledge organisers and weekly newsletters to see key 
vocabulary we are using) 

-Explore a variety of texts e.g. library and reading books 
from school, your own story books, non-fiction books etc. 
(reading provides many opportunities to hear and use new 
vocabulary) 

-Encourage independent writing at home (I would love you to 
send this into school for me to see!) 

-Play games with your child that require turn taking, 
communicating, following rules and team work 

-Continue to engage in weekly mini maths challenges and 
reading challenges (there may also be the occasional writing 
challenge too!) 

-Work on the targets that I shared with you at Parents 
Evening

Topics: Our topic this half term is ‘Come Outside!’. We 

will be exploring the changing seasons, paying close 
attention to plants and animals that we see outside. We will 
be able to experience the life cycle of a caterpillar as we 
have 10 caterpillars arriving in our classroom this week. It 
is always amazing to see this amazing process take place. 
The human life cycle is also something that we will be 
learning about. We will make our own individual timelines and 
talk about how we have already changed and how we will in 
the future. We will grow our own plants and watch them 
grow and change, learning about what a plant needs in order 
to grow. The seasons of Spring and Summer will be a 
running theme throughout the rest of this year. We will be 
doing lots of exploring during this topic!
